

















A Different View of Israel Than Expected

Ditte and Ari traveled to Israel this summer with
Shoshana, Aviva, and Sue Klein. It was the first
visit for all bur Dirte.

Complex — that seems to be the best word to
describe many situations in Israel. Nothing is
simple and nothing has a simple solution.

The news we get regarding Israel is most often
about the controversial aspects of the Arab/Jew-
ish conflict. In our travels to Israel this summer,
we had a variety of experiences. We enjoyed Jeru-
salem, a trip to the Dead Sea and Masada, Tsfat,
and Tel Aviv. In our travels we had the opportu-
nity to experience two situations that are quite
different from the common tourist attractions.

One was when we visited one of the Hand in
Hand schools (with a summer camp in ses-
sion). These schools accept 50% Jewish and
50% Arab students, who study in both Hebrew
and Arabic. The summer camp was an English
program. We spoke with teachers, students and
an administrator.

We learned that many of the Jewish and Arab
kids become quite good friends. They go to
each others” houses and hang out together. The
kids learn about many cultures and holidays.
Unfortunately, as the Jewish students enter 6th
grade, they often choose to attend one of the
specialized high schools available to them. The
Arab students stay at Hand in Hand because it
is often the best school option for them.

The oldest students of this alternative school
are entering 11th grade, so it is difficult at this
point to know how their education might affect
them as adults. We can only hope that the co-
operative efforts will help bring a better under-
standing of each others’ cultures and helps to
ease the tensions in this region.

Another experience we had in Israel was in
Zviyya, a very small village north and east of
Haifa, where our friend lives. The 100 families
of this village live by the principles of an alter-
native philosophy that is close to nature and
believes in a real practice of community.

The village is surrounded by many Arab

and Jewish communities, and yes, a

barbed wire fence and gate. From our

friend’s patio you can hear the call to

prayer in the nearby Arab town, and

Arab-owned orchards abut the village

on many sides. There is an agreement

with some Bedouins for grazing in

Zviyya.

Our host has Arab friends, learns
Arabic from a gentleman in another vil-
lage, and teaches in the village school,

which has a few Arab children from the
neighboring area.

At the beginning of the Intifada, our

friend’s car was hit by stones thrown by Arab
youth. Some Jewish Elders went to the Arab
Elders, who told the young men to stop —re-
specting your elders is part of the culture. Some
stopped and others didn’t. More recently car
trouble forced her to stop on a dark night as she
was winding through

the hills to her village.

A car with four Arab

men stopped, giving

her a frightful mo-

ment. To her relief,

the men were very

friendly and one was a

mechanic who got her

car going,.
