Bread of Affliction
or Sacred Food
— Which is it?
The Story Behind Matzah.

We begin the Seder by pointing to the Matzah and reciting: “This is the bread
of affliction which our ancestors ate in the land of Egypt.” So it would seem
that the meaning of Matzah and the reasons for eating it are unambiguous
and clear. But further exploration leads to a much more complex reality and
reveals the richness of Matzah as a symbol.

In this study session we explore the many and surprising appearances of Mat-
zah in Biblical narratives and legal texts and draw surprising conclusions as

to the role of Matzah in the Seder.

Lifsa Schachter is Professor of Emerita at the Laura and Alvin Siegel College of Judaic Studies in Cleve-
land. Before she moved to Cleveland, Dr. Schachter was visiting Assistant Professor of Education at The
Jewish Theological Seminary of America and Curriculum Coordinator of the Solomon Schechter Day
School of Westchester. She has been a bureau consultant, has taught at the Melton Center of the Hebrew
University, and has made presentations at conferences in a variety of informal and adult settings.

Dr. Schachter received a Doctor of Hebrew Letters and an honorary Doctor of Pedagogy in Jewish
Education from the Jewish Theological Seminary of America, a master’s degree in Education from Bank
Street College of Education, and a T”udat Morah from Bet Midrash L'Morot.

Dr. Schachter is married to Rabbi Stanley J. Schachter, rabbi emeritus of B'nai Jeshurun Congregation in
Cleveland. They have four children, twelve grandchildren, and two great grand-children. Except for one
daughter, they all live in Israel.
